 Article VI: State Executive Committee

Current
3. The Executive Committee shall have responsibility for conducting business for the Association between annual conventions.

Proposed
3. The Executive Committee shall have responsibility for conducting business for the Association not assigned to the Board of Trustees between annual conventions.
Rationale:

1. As currently stated the authority to conduct Association affairs is listed under both the Executive Committee (Article VI) and the Board of Trustees (IX), this would seek to clarify.
