The Indiana FFA Executive Committee moves that the following amendment be made to the Indiana FFA By-Laws.

Article III: Membership 
Current
SECTION B: ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP
9. Dues for Active Membership:

(a.) Dues paid to the Association shall include national, state, and district dues.

(b.) The total dues shall be the sum of the dues of each level.

(c.) Membership dues in the Association shall be four dollars and fifty cents per

active member per year.

(d.) Membership dues for the district shall be fifty cents per year per active member.
Proposed Amendment

SECTION B: ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP

(c.) Membership dues in the Association shall be six dollars per active member per year.

(d.)  Membership dues for the district shall be one dollar per year per active member.
Rationale:

1. In order for the Indiana FFA Association to deliver quality programs and services to its members additional financial resources are needed to meet the increasing costs of services. Over the past 13 years the cost to deliver FFA programs and services has continued to increase. Each year the Indiana FFA staff have attempted to continue to provide programs and services and sought every possible means to reduce costs.

2. Indiana FFA strives to align their dues increases with the National FFA to promote consistency. The National FFA Organization most recently increased their dues at the 2009 National FFA Convention.

3. The Indiana FFA dues last increased for the state and district level in 1997. 

4. After years of being able to keep up with inflation and rising costs, the need for a dues increase has become evident in recent years.

Executive Committee Recommends:
