Committee Reports

Horse and Pony

210 students participated…numbers held constant from pervious year.  Some areas have issues with getting qualified judges.  One can help areas by sending contact information to area agents.   Some teachers felt that the quality of classes was down.  Other concerns were that some of the classes were different than what is stated in the judging handbook.   
Poultry
104 students participated.  Glenn Jones said the event was the smoothest ran contest in years.
Forestry

236 students participated.  Numbers were down from the previous year.  There are several issues with this CDE. There has been much discussion.  There will no Forestry CDE this December.  However, there may be a pilot CDE, which will take on a different form.  
Entomology

37 4-H juniors’ teams, 10 4-H senior teams, and 68 FFA teams participated.  There will be an updated publication list.
Horticulture

The 2006 State Horticulture CDE will be held on August 4th at the Indiana State Fairgrounds.  Practice materials are located on the website.  
Crops

48 teams participated last winter.  Contest ran smoothly.  The agronomy skills manual will be used for the next several years.  
Soils

State CDE will be November 4th in Northwest Indiana.  Purdue Agronomy Department will host two contests this fall.  The first will be September 6th at the Purdue Southwest Ag Center in coordination with Vincennes University.  The second will be held at Eli Lilly’s Nature Center on September 16th.   
Dairy Cattle 

There was a 10 student increase from pervious years.  Several coaches had concerns that students saw the same judges more that once within the same year, which could cause judges to have preconceived notions about students.  Purdue will accept a list of qualified judges.  Coaches felt that the students did not have a good experience due to the quality of animals. 
Dairy Foods

Event will be held on January 27, 2007.

Livestock

The event continues to run later into the evening.  There were more 4-H members than FFA members, which caused the delay.  Coaches felt that is was a well ran event. 
Dairy Goat

Event will be held on August 3, 2007 at the Indiana State Fair.  Purdue is looking for someone to run the dairy goat event.  Send suggestions to Clint Rusk.    

Wildlife Habitat

46 students participated.  Students completed a survey.  The results will favorable. Contest will be held at C-Pack on April 14, 2007.
