AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION CDE

Contest Purpose, Objectives, Rules and Guidelines 
PURPOSE 
• The goal for the Agricultural Education Career Development Event is to enable FFA members to explore the career field of agricultural education. 

OBJECTIVES 
1. To allow students the opportunity to practice their teaching skills in a relaxed, safe, teaching environment. 

2. To provide students with an opportunity to better comprehend the teaching and learning process (i.e., methods and practice of good teaching behavior). 

3. To enable students to develop, use, and follow a lesson plan to accentuate their teaching. 

4. To provide students with career choices and allow them to be acquainted with professionals in the field. 

5. To foster leadership and communication skills. 

6. To promote the agricultural education teaching profession. 

GUIDELINES 
1. Each individual will create a lesson plan on one of the core subject areas. A maximum of two students per chapter may apply. 
• The lesson plan will be created prior to the contest and MUST be postmarked to Steve Hickey 1 North Capitol Suite 600 Indianapolis, IN 46204 by April 15.  Lesson plans will be evaluated, scored, and ranked from high to low. Individuals who submitted lesson plans that rank in the top twelve, thus, receiving the top twelve highest scores, will be asked to compete, in person, at the state contest at The Indiana State FFA Convention. The top twelve individuals will be informed of their standing by May 1. 
· The lesson topic shall be assigned from one of the following core subject areas. Your lesson should include at least one standard from one of the approved Indiana Agriculture Classes.
• Competing students at State Competition will be provided with human interaction (i.e., a “class” of students will be provided at the contest in which competing students will teach).

• 2. The lesson shall be taught using one or a combination of the following teaching methods: (State Competition only)
• Demonstration/Simulation 

• Brainstorming (think-pair-share) 

• Lecture/Discussion 

• Role Play 

• Case Study/Problem Solving 

3. Participants competing in State Competition must be dressed in appropriate attire suitable for the lesson in which they are teaching. As such, Official FFA dress is acceptable but not required. 

4. Participants selected for State Competition should focus on the content area and keep the presentations simple. 

5. Time Limits: The lesson will be a maximum of 15 minutes in length. The presenter will receive a signal at 10 minutes and again at 14 minutes. At 15 minutes, the timekeeper will announce that time is up, and the lesson will end. A maximum of 5 minutes for questions and answers will be allotted at the end of the lesson taught. Questions will be predetermined and related to the core subject area and teaching method used. 

6. Participants selected for State competition will take a written exam related to teaching secondary agricultural education. The exam will be based on content found within the websites listed in the References section below. Total points= 100 points

Written Exam will include 20 multiple choice questions valued at two points each. There will be 3-short answer questions worth 20 pts each from the list of questions from below (#8). (State Competition only)
· 5 multiple choice questions from Indiana FFA Quiz Bowl

· 5 multiple choice questions from Indiana FFA CDE Manual

· 5 multiple choice questions from Indiana DOE agriculture standards, and website

· 5 multiple choice questions related to FFA proficiencies.
